DISCLOSURE

In considering whether to make you an offer as a foster, whether to continue your current fostering, or in order to make other decisions, Animal Humane|New Mexico may wish to obtain and use a Consumer Report about you from a Consumer Reporting Agency.  Under the terms of the Federal Fair Credit Reporting Act, you are defined as a Consumer because of your status as a potential or current foster.

Consumer Reporting Agencies are businesses that gather and sell information about you—such as where you work or live, if you pay your bills on time, and whether you’ve been sued, arrested, or filed for bankruptcy—to creditors, employers and other businesses.

A Consumer Report is any written, oral or other communication of any information by a Consumer Reporting Agency bearing on your credit worthiness, credit standing, credit capacity, character, general reputation, personal characteristics, or mode of living which is used or collected for purposes of serving as a factor in establishing your eligibility for employment.

Before Animal Humane|New Mexico takes any adverse action that directly affects you, including the decision not to allow you to foster animals from Animal Humane|New Mexico, based in part on information contained in a Consumer Report, you will be provided with a copy of such Report as well as the Federal Trade Commission’s summary of your rights as a Consumer.
